Teaching for Diversity: My Philosophy of 
Multicultural Education
Knowing about diversity and my students’ cultures will make me more aware of the cultural groups in the community in which I am teaching in.  I accept that each of my students is unique and they all come from diverse backgrounds.  While each student has their own uniqueness, they will be able to contribute that quality to the class.

I will establish a positive, respectful, and safe classroom environment for my students and me.  I will keep them free from judgments and emotional harm.  As the students make mistakes it will be my job to help them learn to correct those mistakes.  While each student is diverse they will be able to reach success and potential equally in my classroom.  An activity that will help students understand each other would be to do an “all about me” project.  This will engage the students to gather information about their own culture group and teach this to the class.  By doing this it will allow the classroom be in a more diverse in a social setting.  My lesson plan may consist of activities on their own histories, experiences, traditions, and the different cultures of each of the students.  As a future teacher I would help the students connect to the curriculum to their culture and their real life experiences.  Another way I would incorporate diversity to the classroom would be for the students to read about diverse cultures and have them be exposed to the perspectives of other groups. 
To succeed as a culturally responsive teacher, I must use all my positive dispositions.  By caring about my students will want them to come to school and learn.  My responsibility as a teacher will be to care about my students in as well as outside the classroom.  Also by making sure the students have an understanding of the material being covered in class.  As a teacher I plan to have fairness among all of my students.    I would make sure that my students trust me as their teacher.  Also by having fairness within the classroom all students will have the same consequences for their behavior.  Also each student will have the equal opportunity to succeed.  I will always be honest to my students by grading them fairly, listening to what they think, and by not betraying their confidences.  I will always have patience with all of my students by not getting frustrated when students have a hard time understanding the material.  By having the patience for my students I will also be able to help the one student who needs that extra help.  

In order to be fair to all my students they will all be accountable for high expectations.  For me to be a great teacher I will strive to get to know each of my students individually and as a whole group.  I would make sure each student is included in all discussions.  My students will be able to succeed to their highest ability no matter what their academic learning style may be.  The resources in the classroom will be equally distributed.   I will always be supportive in any way and also giving the students the constant praise they need.  One way to help the students learn about the world around them is to teach a lesson in contributions of labor class and the rich and powerful.  A lesson would be where the student has to do research outside the classroom while working in groups.  While doing this the students could be in mixed groups and be able to learn from one another.  Also, by incorporating culture in the curriculum, I could display students’ art work on the bulletin boards.  This will make the students proud of their work and help them to continue to succeed at their highest ability.
As a future teacher I will want to be a positive influence on all of my students.  I want their education to be positive, too.  My diverse students need a teacher who will care about them and help them learn.  I will be that teacher.
